All three Butler girls relays also placed first and 
include the Medley (2:09.61, Shelby Martin, Erin Adkins, Kim Kurtz, Kaley Barfknecht), 
200 Free Relay (1:57.14, Erin Adkins, Kaley Barfknecht, Shelby Martin, Kim Kurtz), and 
the 400 Free Relay (4:34.67, Jill Lawhorn, Erin Adkins, Katie Guy, Taylor Sarsgard).
